DIGITAL DISBURSEMENTS
● Digital disbursements are used for meals   

outside the homestay
● This system allows you to directly deposit your 

meal funds into your US based personal bank 
account using your Pepperdine email address

● To use digital disbursements, you must have: 
access to online banking, a debit card, and a U.S. 
bank account



MEALS
● Breakfast & Dinners will be 

provided each day in homestays
● Two kitchens in Casa
● One Convo group meal per week
● One Asado group meal per week 
● Digital disbursement covers 

lunches & transportation

LUGGAGE
checked baggage fees:

WHAT TO BRING
tips for packing:
● Bring converter/adaptor for anything electrical
● Special hygiene products
● Warm and cold-weather clothes & 1-3 nice outfits
● Medications
● Good walking/hiking shoes
● Learning supplies
● Less than $100 USD equivalent of  local 

currency in cash
● Important apps: Venmo, WhatsApp, Google Maps, Como 

Llego, Uber, Spanish Dict
